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P
esach is always on time. It starts on the 15th of 
Nisan—every year. This year, however, the 
15th of Nisan is early in the secular calendar, 
and the first seder takes place on March 29th!

Let me share a few thoughts on the symbols 
and rituals of this very happy festival.

Matzah
Matzah is called lehem ‘oni or bread of affliction. We all 
know that matzah is closely linked to the anguish of 
slavery of our forefathers. But lehem ‘oni is often read 
in our tradition as the bread that comes to “answer” 
many questions, based on a different interpretation of 
the root of the word oni, i.e., answer. 

One of the characteristics of a slave mentality is its 
being closed to questioning. Slaves accept and obey 
their masters. Many are not educated enough to dis-
agree, or to know that there is a world out there that 
offers freedoms and liberties to all. We have no masters 
but God, and especially on Passover we celebrate the 
transition from captivity to freedom of a people, thus 
implying that there are ways out from under all types of 
subjugations to human tyranny. 

Interestingly, in the narrative of the four children in 
the Haggadah, the lowest rung is given not to the wick-
ed but to the one unable to ask. And this one, the text 
tells us, we must instruct with the message of liberation 
from Egypt. May anyone who cannot ask find the way 
up the ladder to become a wise child, and ask the perti-
nent questions as a free member of society.

Four Cups of Wine
The four cups of wine (as well as the many appearanc-
es of the number four in the Haggadah) are given a 
variety of interpretations. The most widespread one is 
that it corresponds to the four types of liberation men-
tioned in the story of the Exodus. 

But there are other, more incisive reflections. Don 
Itzhak Abarbanel says that they symbolize four differ-
ent redemptions; the first with Abraham, a redemption 
from idolatry; the second from Egypt; the third one is 
from the long exile (which is now ended with the cre-
ation of the State of Israel); and the fourth is the final 
redemption in the Days to Come. 

Of particular interest is the view of the famous 
Rabbi Loew of Prague, who was linked to the legend of 
the “golem.” He viewed the four cups in connection 
with the virtues of the Four Matriarchs, Sarah, 
Rebekah, Rachel, and Leah. More so, I would say, the 
virtues that many rabbinic legends ascribe to the 
women of the generation of the exodus, who encour-
aged their husbands to procreate in defiance of the 
decrees of Pharaoh. These midrashim assert that the 
Israelite women kept the faith in a better future, and 
did something in order to make that better future possi-
ble, at a higher level than the men.

May we all have a meaningful Pesach, with joy and cele-
bration, and with hope for a better world.

Pesach, the Bread of Affliction,  
and the Meaning of Four

Letter from The Rabbi

On March 6, 2010, the Naperville Fine Art Center and 
Gallery will open “Anne Frank: a Private Photo 
Album,” an exhibit of rarely seen photographs from the 
Frank family photo albums. As an amateur photogra-
pher, Otto Frank had a single theme: the life and times 
of his daughters Anne and Margot. Nothing we see in 
Otto Frank’s photos reveals the horrors that Anne and 
her family will later have to endure. What we now 
know about the fate of Anne Frank affects our percep-
tion of her book, Anne Frank: The Diary of a Young 
Girl. Equally so, it is now impossible to view the
photos that portray her life with an impartial eye.

The exhibit consists of 70 black-and-white photo-
graphs, all reproductions from the Frank family photo 
albums. The exhibit had its world premier in New 
York at the Kraushaar Galleries in 2004, to commemo-
rate Anne Frank’s 75th birthday, opening to rave 
reviews.

The exhibit opens to the public on Saturday, March 
6, and continues through Friday, April 2, 2010.

A view FROM THE TOP

Reflections and 
Memories

As I write this, it is the week between the visits of two 
candidates to replace Rabbi Mirelman as the spiritual 
leader of our congregation. It is my sincere hope that 
by the time that you read this, we will have a confirmed 
candidate signed, sealed, delivered, and ready to start 
on July 1. Of course, it may be that we’ll still be looking 
—my crystal ball is a bit fuzzy in this area. 

The process of finding a new Rabbi has been going 
on for a year now. It seems like only yesterday that we, 
the Rabbi Search Committee, had our first meeting in 
Dan and Sonia Levy’s living room. During this past 
year, all of us on the committee have gotten to know 
West Suburban Temple Har Zion and each other very 
well. I want to thank Barb Yong and Larry Katzovitz for 
putting together a committee which fully reflects the 
diversity of the members of West Suburban Temple 
Har Zion. There are members of the committee who 
have been Temple members for half a century and 
some who have only been part of our community for a 
few years. We are young, old, and middle-aged. Some 
of us have children in the WSTHZ Hebrew school, and 
some of us have grandchildren in our Hebrew school. 
We grew up Orthodox, Conservative, Reform, non-
observant, and non-Jewish. And we all have different 
visions of the “Ideal Rabbi.” But we are able to work 
together and reach consensus as we have evaluated the 
numerous applications we received. And in the pro-
cess, we explored our own attachments to WSTHZ 
and Judaism.

As we move into March, the weather turns warmer 
and we will soon be celebrating what is my favorite of 
all of the Jewish holidays, Pesach. I still have fond 
memories of childhood Seders celebrated with my 
mother’s parents, my Aunt Ada and Uncle Jack (Mom’s 
sister and brother-in-law), and our cousins. We had two 
seders, one in my parent’s basement (and hence the 
fifth question — “On all other nights, we eat in dining 
room, but on this night, we eat in the basement”) and 
the other in my aunt and uncle's home. Grandpa would 
always officiate, from a chair brought in from the living 
room that had an added pillow for reclining.

After settling in Chicago, our family started estab-
lishing our own Pesach traditions. We have held a 
Seder at our home nearly every year since we've been 
married — sometimes in the dining room, sometimes in 
the living room, and sometimes in the basement. We 
generally have a big crowd as we invite extended family 
and friends, some Jewish, some not. 

Now it’s me leading the service and my grandchil-
dren asking the four questions. We still read the 
Passover story from a copy of a tattered folder that we

We have been very busy talking 
all about Purim! We learned about Mordechai, King 
Achashvaros and Queen Esther. We also learned about 
Hamen – boo! We made yummy Hamentaschen to rep-
resent Hamen’s three-cornered hat and we made 
Shalach Manot baskets to share with families and 
friends. We had our annual Early Childhood Purim 
celebration and paraded around the shul in our cos-
tumes, shaking our groggers!

We all counted our teeth, painted teeth with 
toothbrushes and we learned what we need to do to 
take good care of our teeth. Our Early Childhood 
Shabbat Dinner was a huge success.

Switching gears from Purim to Pesach requires special 
effort. Going from a holiday of masquerades, disarray,   
and gleeful festivities to one that demands careful plan-
ning, methodical undertaking, and orderly execution 
can be challenging. At school we will help students 
ease the transition by studying about Pesach systemati-
cally, and adding more in depth information at each 
successive grade level. Teachers will make sure that the 
students understand the concept of chametz and kosher 
l’pesach by searching and cleaning chametz in com-
mon school spaces, including tables and desks, among 
others. 
After thorough cleaning, students will conduct a mock 
seder. The simulated sedarim will include all the ingre-
dients of a regular seder and children will tell the story, 
ask questions, sing, see and touch objects and foods 
associated with the chag. Of course, they will also taste 
and smell the different Pesach foods. We ask that each 
family, whenever possible, will send the school a single 
Pesach item (edible or not; detailed instructions will 
follow).
